Introduction

West Valley College (WVC) is one of two colleges in the West Valley-Mission Community College
district. WVC's annual 2016-2017 enroliment was 14,643. WVC enrolls a significant number of students
(25.21%) 19 years of age and under, and students 20 - 24 years comprise 27.94% of the population. Over
25% of students are between the ages of 25 - 49 and 21.29% are 50 years old and older. Over 55% are
female and 44% are male.
